About the Award
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Eligible Students:
All students, including English Fluent and English Learners, enrolled in a two year world language course in 
LASD: Spanish (B/E), French (B/E), and Mandarin (E). 

Criteria:
Students must receive 3s and 4s on all report card world language areas throughout their two years*:
❏ Reading
❏ Writing
❏ Speaking

❏ Listening
❏ Culture
