WHEREAS, San Mateo-Foster City School District classified staff embrace students and
families from widely differing backgrounds by creating a Spanish Family Resources
website, translating notices in multiple languages, assisting parents to load wellness apps
and acting as a bridge for families to resources in the community; and

WHEREAS, San Mateo-Foster City School District classified staff through the strength
of their character deliver food to homes, are the first friendly face the public sees, make
numerous calls to check in on struggling families, ask the question, How else can I help?”
and continue to maintain a “Can do” attitude; and



WHEREAS, the San Mateo-Foster City School District recognizes that these are only a
few examples of the resiliency shown by dedicated classified staff who find a way to
navigate difficult circumstances because of their commitment to students; and

WHEREAS, the San Mateo-Foster City School District community recognizes the
extraordinary undertaking, hard work and resilience of its classified staff in educating its
children.
