•In 1968, BUSD became the first major 
public school system to voluntarily 
integrate its schools

•The commitment to diverse, integrated 
school communities is a core district 
value
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The Middle School Enrollment 
Policy has not been reviewed 

since 1994.

Demographics and enrollment trends have changed since then.
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Right now:

•BUSD middle schools are segregated.

•None of the middle schools reflect the racial and 
socio-economic diversity BUSD seeks to achieve in its 
schools. 

•All three BUSD middle schools are impacted by this 
segregation.

•The trend is expected to continue if current enrollment 
practices do not change.
