May 18 Second pre-draft-map hearing held.

June 8 Draft Maps were posted at least 7 days prior to the June 15th hearing.

June 15 First hearing to review draft maps held. 

July 20 Second hearing to review draft maps.

August 3 Final map(s) must be posted at least 7 days prior to adoption.

August 10 Final hearing and map adoption.

TBD County Committee Hearing and Vote.

September 9-10 State Board of  Education Meeting – Election Waiver Consideration.

Early October California’s official Census population data released.

By March 1 Adopted map adjusted to reflect new Census data (only 1 hearing required).

 All public hearings, maps, process and information has been made 

publicly available through multiple communications, newspaper postings, 

public agenda notifications and a dedicated webpage/link.

 Tonight’s public hearing represents the final hearing on the consideration 

of  maps prior to action.

 The August 10th Board meeting is intended for the Board to adopt a 

Trustee Area map, which will allow the Board to finalize the process to 

make the change to a By-Trustee Area election system.

 Population Estimates by Census Block and School Site information have 

been added to the interactive map system that is publicly available and 

provided to the Board.

 The District’s State Board of  Education (SBE) waiver has been submitted 

and accepted by SBE Staff  and it has been placed on the September 

9th/10th SBE Agenda.

 District Staff  and Legal Counsel have engaged the County Committee to 

discuss next steps and to schedule a County Committee meeting to 

consider the adopted map and election system modification.

 When the 2020 Census data is available the Board will again consider map 

revisions to ensure the Trustee Areas are balanced and consistent with the 

law.
